Whatôs Happening with Badges? 

Skill-building badges remain an important part of  

The Girl Scout program. As promised, Girl Scouts  

of the USA is working on new badges for Brownies,  

Ambassadors, and new content for Daisies to enjoy  

as they earn their petals. The new badges will offer 

a great mix of tradition, variety, fun and challenge.  

They will have the shapes pictured in the box to the top right. 

In a more inclusive, less-jargon heavy approach, all shapes (except the petals) 

will be referred to as badges. No more ñTry-Itsò, ñInterest Project Patchesò, 

etc. Everything remains the same except the name. The shape and the content 

or focus of the awards will be nothing new. 

What happens to the existing badges and other resources like Studio 2B? 

Some are remaining (see Legacy badges below) while some are being retired over the next 18 

months. The goal is for Girl Scouts in the United States to be participating in the national     

program ï Leadership Journeys and The Girlôs Guide to Girl Scouting ï by June 2012.  

Legacy Badges ï to honor the past and keep badges relevant to todayôs girls, new content will 

be incorporated into the topics that have been a part of Girl Scouting since the beginning. 

These badges will be offered for Brownies through Ambassadors: Artist, Athlete, Citizen, Cook, 

First Aid, Naturalist, The Girl Scout Way.

Ambassadors: Artist, Athlete, Citizen, Cook, First Aid, Naturalist, The Girl Scout Way. 

Financial Literacy Badges ï these awards will be offered for Daisies through Ambassadors. 

(Daisies will have two ñleavesò to add around their Daisy petals.) Through these, girls will learn 

how to: 

Use money wisely to reach goals, be educated consumers, develop business skill 

for the workplace, become independent women who can support themselves and  

give back to their communities. 

Cookie Badges ï these badges will also be offered for Daisies through Ambassadors. (Daisies 

will, once again, earn two additional ñleavesò to add around their Daisy petals and Promise  

Center.) Through these recognitions, girls will learn business skills through the practical        

application of the cookie sale. Some other categories of badges will include religious recogni-

tion, lifesaving awards, specialty badges and more. 

How will the Journeys and the new badges work together? 

Journeys engage girls in exploring Girl Scoutingôs three keys to leadership. 

Badges provide skill-building opportunities in a variety of topics that are part 

of the Girl Scout legacy (like nature, art, cooking, sports, first aid and more) 

and topics girls love like photography, design, animals and car care. The new 

badges will have fun ideas about how earning them links to the Journey experiences.

The Best Girl Scout of Them All 
 

At 46 Juliette ñDaisyò Gordon Low found herself a wealthy widow. So she traveled the 
world and on one of her trips met Sir Robert Baden-Powell ï Founder of the Boy 

Scouts and the Chief Scout of the British Empire. Juliette latched onto Girl Guiding 
with such vehemence that Lord Baden-Powell advised her to be moderate until she 

was sure what she wanted to do.  But Daisy had found her cause.  Daisy retired to her 
Scottish estate and recruited seven girls, teaching them to spin, cook and raise   

chickens for sale.  This whetted her appetite, but Agnes Baden-Powell,                  
Lord Badden-Powellôs sister was firmly in charge of the British Girl Guides.  Daisy 

wanted more latitude.  She sailed for America, arriving in Savannah in 1912.  Her first 
night home she called her cousin and announced that she wanted to discuss       

something ñfor all the girls of Savannah and all of America and all the worldéò 

 
In the Girl Scoutsô formative years Daisy was less responsible for formulating their 

philosophy than for disseminating it.  She wanted to teach the girls leadership,       
self-control and executive skills.  A first-class Scout was prepared: ñalmost a      

grown-up woman, capable of bearing the responsibilities that will come to her in her 
home and in the community.ò   

 
Daisyôs notion of the self-sufficient, accomplished girl is first dramatized in the       

promotional film made for Girl Scouts, ñThe Golden Eagletò.  The story opens with  
two fussily dressed girls sauntering down the street to the soda parlor in Central    

Valley, New York in 1918.  ñNothing to do, nowhere to goò reads the subtitle.                       
Suddenly a troop of Girl Scouts quick-steps by them raising a haze of dust.  ñThey 

look like they have something to do,ò one says to the other enviously.   
 

In the next scene the girls are uniformed Girl Scouts flourishing at Girl Scout boot

Founderõs Day Ceremony 
Founderôs Day is celebrated on  

Juliette Low’s Birthday, October 31.   
It should be a joyous occasion to be commemorated by all Girl Scouts  

throughout the country.  Whether the girls observe Founderôs Day with some special act 
of service, a dramatization of episodes in Mrs. Lowôs life, a friendship program or a  

special ceremony, the celebration should make real to them her vivid personality, her 
creative genius and her generous heart.   

 

Supplies needed: Golden Eaglet DVD & DVD player and Founder’s Day Ceremony supplies listed on page #19  
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camp. Quickly the movie becomes a thriller.  The Girl Scout is told to get to the train 

station as quick as she can and when she arrives finds the station master robbed and 
wounded.  With Girl Scout first aid she brings him around, and with Morse Code she 

informs the next station of her plight.  When asked who she is, she smiles and taps 
out ñI am just a Girl Scout.ò  

 
A group of Girl Scouts marches into the house of a woman who works in a factory and 

whose husband is a soldier.  The house and the yard is a mess, the baby is dirty and 

the older daughter is sick.  The Girl Scouts relentlessly clean the house, yard, and   

patient. The subtitle explains, ñHousework is not so bad when you do it for your  

country.ò  

 

America was taking on to Daisyôs notion.  Carried along on the momentum of        
progressivism and the war, Girl Scouting grew rapidly.  From 8 girls in 1912, the     

organization increased to five thousand in 1915 and over 40,000 in 1920.   
 
 

Juliette Gordon Low died on January 18, 1927, and was buried wearing her full      

uniform, the silver fish pin, a jeweled ñThanksò badge from her Girl Scouts and a       
telegram in her pocket from the head of the Girl Scouts of the USA saying ñYou are 

not only the first Girl Scout but the best Girl Scout of them all.ò

#3 Girl Scout: She started the first Girl Scout troop in Savannah, Georgia, which was her 
home.

#4 Girl Scout: The birthday of Girl Scouting in America is March 12, 1912.  Every year Girl 
Scouts celebrate that day with parties, special ceremonies or service projects.

#5 Girl Scout: In 1913, it was decided to change the name of Girl Guides to Girl Scouts and 

the name has been linked with the worlds largest organization for girls ever since.

#6 Girl Scout: Daisy Low worked endlessly and even sold her pearl necklace to spread the  

exciting ideas of Girl Scouting.  Even her deafness in later years did not hinder her.  
(Place a petal)  

 
#7 Girl Scout: Millions of girls have made the Girl Scout Promise since then and the Promise 
holds the same meaning as Daisy Low made to herself when she first brought Girl Scouting to 

the United Sates many years ago.  
(Place a petal) 

 
#8 Girl Scout: Juliette Low wished Girl Scouts and Guides in other countries could become 
friends.  When she died, the Juliette Low World Friendship Fund was established in her memory 

to help her dream come true.  Every year Girl Scouts make a voluntary contribution to this fund 
and by so doing they help young people of other lands meet and know each other at the World 

Centers and other international gatherings.

#9 Girl Scout:  We complete our ñDaisyò with the special 100th Anniversary trefoil, the symbol 
of the Centennial Celebration of Girl Scouting and a symbol of the Promise made by Girl Scouts 

everywhere.
